Individual School Supplies 
​ Earbuds/headphones (students need to bring these to class daily for English and keep in their locker for testing)  
​ Pencils 
​ Pens- black, blue, and red  
​ Paper bags for book covers  
​ Highlighters 
​ Calculator - all middle school students will need a basic calculator  
​ Calculator - required for all high school students- Texas Instrument graphing calculator is suggested 
​ One notebook and folder for each scheduled class 
​ English requires a 3 or 5 Subject notebook  

 
Middle School Folders & Notebooks 

​ ELA - Blue 3 or 5 Subject Notebook & Folder 
​ Math - Red 3 or 5 Subject Notebook & Folder 
​ Science - Green Notebook & White 1” Binder 
​ Social Studies - Purple Folder & Notebook  
​ 4th Hour Rotation - One Yellow Notebook & Folder 
​ 6th Hour Electives - One Orange Notebook & Folder 

*Trapper Keepers are not recommended or required. Folders and notebooks will help keep students organized.  
 
Classroom Supplies (to be given to Hornet Hour teacher at Back to School Night or on the first day of school) 

​ 1 box of Kleenex 
​ 1 large container of disinfectant wipes 
​ 1 package of 8 dry erase markers 

 
Personal Bags 
Students should have a bag or backpack sufficient to bring materials needed from home to school and back home each 
day. Personal bags must fit in student lockers and stay in their lockers for the entirety of the school day per the handbook.  
 
Gym Shoes 
Gym shoes are defined as athletic-type shoes with laces or velcro that can be secured to the feet during strenuous 
activity.  Shoes should be in good general condition and have no rips or tears.  Shoes must have non-marking soles, 
preferably without black bottoms.   
 
Flip flops, slides, boots, wheelies, shoes with marking soles, Hey Dudes, sandals/dress shoes of any sort will not be 
acceptable footwear for Physical Education classes or in the gym area during lunch and free time. 
 
Band/Choir 
Students in MS and HS Band will need to buy their own reeds, oils, grease, and drum sticks.  Northland Music in 
Rhinelander carries these items.  Students can also buy these items in the band room.  Rental of instruments is free but 
repair costs are the responsibility of the family/student that the instrument is issued to. Band students will need black 
pants, black shoes, and black socks for the concerts.  Purple band shirts are issued to MS students and should be 
returned after each performance.  Band Uniforms will be issued to HS Band members for concert use.  Choir participants 
will need black dress shoes.   Tuxes and dresses will be issued for use for the year.  It is suggested that all students in 
choir also have a black shirt and pants/skirt for combined choir participation.
